FEAR NOT 
How do people find hope in the face of suf-

fering and death? That is the question addressed by 
today’s scriptures. We hear of the suffering of 
Jeremiah and the psalmist. We hear of the death 
that “reigned from Adam to Moses” (Romans 
5:14).
